B. QUESTIONS/ANSWERS
1. Page 16, Additional Services Worksheet – Can you please elaborate or give an example of the following additional services so that we can more accurately determine the appropriate cost?

· 4.1.3    Measured drawings – Is this field verification of existing drawings or preparing base drawings of existing facilities?

(a) Field verification shall be part of base fee.  4.1.3 refers to preparing base drawings of existing facilities.

· 4.1.4    Existing facilities surveys – by “surveys” do you mean “assessments”? 

(b) Yes

· 4.1.13  What is meant by “conformed” construction drawings?

(c) Drawings that are required to conform to a standard other than commonly practiced.  An example might be if GRCC insisted on a particular CAD layering standard or drawing enumeration or specification standard that is not consistent with industry practice.

· 4.1.17  Facility Support Services – please describe or give examples.

(d) Providing the owner with means and measures to ensure the proper function and maintenance of the building and site after final completion, including initial existing condition surveys of the building and its systems, evaluation of operating costs, and code compliance reviews.

· 4.1.18  Tenant-related Services – please describe or give examples.

(e) An example is GRCC requesting a firm design space in a GRCC facility to accommodate a rent-paying tenant.

· 4.1.26  Historic Preservation – please describe specific services.

(f) Responsibilities where the architect provides services for projects that are historically sensitive. Range of services may require the architect to be responsible for preliminary surveys, approvals from historic planning commission, nominations for landmark status, analysis of historic finishes, and other services specific to historic preservation projects.
2. Page 6 – Paragraph 1.1.10,  Warranty – what is the purpose or meaning of that paragraph?  
a. Standard boiler plate, not applicable to this RFP. Please disregard.
3. Page 8 – Section 5.0, Paragraphs 5.1 and 5.2:  Both items refer to the “successful” bidder supplying certain information.  Is that information to be included in our proposal?  a.
Yes 
4. Page 13 – Paragraph 8 – Asks for a list of three educational renovation projects “of similar scope” to be provided.  The scope of projects described in the RFP is vague.  Is there more information available as to the size, area or budgets of contemplated projects?  Are there any exterior envelope or site improvements planned?  
a. Everything from classroom renovations to departments moving wholesale to other parts of campus to building envelope repairs are examples of projects.  Other projects will be determined case by case. 
5. The evaluation criteria list credits 5% for our expertise in ‘historic preservation’.  What project is of interest in this regard?  Are any of your buildings on the State or National historical registers?  
a. GRCC's McCabe- Marlowe House, and the entire east campus (formerly Davenport) are in a National Historic District (Heritage Hill).  Several of the buildings on east campus have elements of historic significance.
6. Does GRCC have an inventory list or tabulation of all the campus buildings that might tabulate information such as year constructed, primary uses, areas, number of floors, etc?  
a. Yes. 
7. Is there a master plan of projects and priorities that has been drafted for capital improvement projects that will be followed?  If yes, is that available for review?  
a. Yes, GRCC has a master plan, which is currently in the process of being updated.  Master Plan will be shared with successful bidder. 
8. In submitting financial information that we consider to be protected “proprietary information”, the process of a separate envelope is clear for the written proposals.  How should we protect the same information in the case of the required “electronic media” copy of the proposal?  
a. Proprietary information, whether hard copy or electronic, should be in a separate sealed envelope marked “proprietary”. 
9. What is the Construction Delivery Method? 
a. Typically General Contract, occasionally Construction Manager or in-house delivery.
10.   Are fees for services to include construction administration and bid and award? 
a. YES
11. Our understanding is that you would like the RFQ formatted items 1-11 as noted on page 12, headlined in the Questionnaire. However, of page 8 on the RFP it is asking for items such as Quality Performance Standards 5.1-5.3. Where would you like these items addressed in the Questionnaire? 
a. Please address quality Performance Standards separately.
12. Should we follow 7.0 pricing or Questionnaire question #11 
a. Precedence should be given to Questionnaire question #11.
13. What does Facility Support include 4.1.17? What is involved in Tenant Related Services 4.1.18? Extensive Environmentally Design 4.1.23? 
a. 4.1.17 and 4.1.18 have been previously answered.  4.1.23 Extensive Environmental Design refers to LEED type project design absent LEED certification.

14. What is the basis for "Estimated Construction Cost". Is that considered total estimated construction cost, or percentage of a special focus. i.e. 4.1.20 Telecommunications and Data Design. 
a. Total Estimated Construction Cost
