Policy 8.8A

· Internally inconsistent, the policy makes no distinction… and the other says faculty has discretion.

· Students have responsibly; faculty have discretion

· Indicate – the student is always accountable

· Intra & inter conflict

· Its not acceptable for baseball team to leave – the student is caught in the middle, students being penalized

· It calls out extra curricula activates, is something faculty should excuse

· No distinction

· We’re saying college – sanctioned

· Should be at faculty members discretion

· Reduce language  remove “excused and unexcused” and faculty should keep attendance records

· Change instructor to faculty

· Wording fuzzy…and will not abuse this privilege

· (V.)…and the faculty contract

· Good

· Change in policy haven’t been communicated

· Students should still be able to attend after they withdraw

· This consistently contains two divergent policies “attendance standards shall be established by each individual instructor on a class by class basis…”

(we prefer the first, we recommend dropping the second)

All absences are simply absences, unexcused/excused have no bearing – either a student is present or not

Policy 8.8B
· A better way?

· Redline that college – sanctioned activities

· There’s no difference – between excused and excused UNLESS its college sanctioned

· Should faculty have discretion

· Faculty should make the policy

· Is this in sync with Student Code of Conduct

· The students policy BEGS student to not be in class – BEGS them to find a reason to be gone for extra curricular “activities”
· Last line – what about disruptive students, can we ask students to leave?  Not consistent with Student Code of Conduct

· Change instructor to faculty throughout

· Is rife with problems

· Link to Student Code of Conduct

· Good
· 2nd paragraph, 2nd sentence – end the sentence after the word “authority”

· Related document – Student Code of Conduct

· No show?  How does that affect this class?  Questions on ability to tell a student they couldn’t come back – last sentence

· Attendance in syllabus can not contradict policy

· There are lab, clinical situations where if a student doesn’t attend for a time, they may not be safe to come back

The same problem can occur in team-based courses – hard to come to a team you haven’t been part of

· Titles are not near/need clarity of purpose
