Block (Stop) Enrollment Recommendations

OPTION A:

Stop enrollment for all classes midnight the day before the class starts. (It is what we already do with online and hybrid courses.) This is the "bus has left, so catch the next one" approach. The problem being that there may not be a "next" one. This was considered by many to be the ideal solution and could easily be 100% enforced through automation, knowing reasonable overrides could still take place. Staggering classes to start at various times in the semester with options, including controlling seating capacity, would be key. The cost impact to the institution may outweigh the "student success" factor, knowing students who miss the first class are not as likely to succeed.
OPTION B:

Stop enrollment for all classes that have met for more than two hours. In other words, students would not be able to get into an evening class once it has started. The approach is a manual setup (therefore prone to error) and students will have until midnight to beat the system without costly or unrealistic customization. This would still allow drop/add, but primarily for day classes.
